How do we get there?

“For the message of the cross is foolishness to those who are
perishing, but to us who are being saved it is the power of God.
For it is written: “I will destroy the wisdom of the wise, And bring to
nothing the understanding of the prudent.” Where is the wise?
Where is the scribe? Where is the disputer of this age? Has not God
made foolish the wisdom of this world? For since, in the wisdom of
God, the world through wisdom did not know God, it pleased God
through the foolishness of the message preached to save those who
believe. For Jews request a sign, and Greeks seek after wisdom; but
we preach Christ crucified, to the Jews a stumbling block and to
the Greeks foolishness, but to those who are called, both Jews and
Greeks, Christ the power of God and the wisdom of God. Because
the foolishness of God is wiser than men, and the weakness of God
is stronger than men. For you see your calling, brethren, that not
many wise according to the flesh, not many mighty, not many
noble, are called. But God has chosen the foolish things of the
world to put to shame the wise, and God has chosen the weak
things of the world to put to shame the things which are mighty;
and the base things of the world and the things which are despised
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God has chosen, and the things which are not, to bring to nothing
the things that are, that no flesh should glory in His presence. But
of Him you are in Christ Jesus, who became for us wisdom from
God—and righteousness and sanctification and redemption— that,
as it is written, “He who glories, let him glory in the LORD.””

whole body, joined and knit together by what every joint supplies,
according to the effective working by which every part does its
share, causes growth of the body for the edifying of itself in love.”

The Gospel of Salvation (GOS)

“And |, brethren, when | came to you, did not come with
excellence of speech or of wisdom declaring to you the testimony
of God. For | determined not to know anything among you except
Jesus Christ and Him crucified. | was with you in weakness, in fear,
and in much trembling. And my speech and my preaching were not
with persuasive words of human wisdom, but in demonstration of
the Spirit and of power, that your faith should not be in the wisdom

of men but in the power of God.” | Corinthians 2:1-5 NKJV

HOWEVER—The Gospel of the Kingdom! (GOTK)

“However, we speak wisdom among those who are mature, yet not
the wisdom of this age, nor of the rulers of this age, who are
coming to nothing. But we speak the wisdom of God in a mystery,
the hidden wisdom which God ordained before the ages for our

glory, which none of the rulers of this age knew; for had they
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known, they would not have crucified the Lord of glory. But as it is
written: “Eye has not seen, nor ear heard, Nor have entered into the
heart of man The things which God has prepared for those who love
Him.” But God has revealed them to us through His Spirit. For the
Spirit searches all things, yes, the deep things of God. For what
man knows the things of a man except the spirit of the man which
is in him? Even so no one knows the things of God except the
Spirit of God. Now we have received, not the spirit of the world,
but the Spirit who is from God, that we might know the things that
have been freely given to us by God. These things we also speak,
not in words which man’s wisdom teaches but which the Holy
Spirit teaches, comparing spiritual things with spiritual. But the
natural man does not receive the things of the Spirit of God, for
they are foolishness to him; nor can he know them, because they
are spiritually discerned. But he who is spiritual judges all things,
yet he himself is rightly judged by no one. For “who has known the
mind of the LORD that he may instruct Him?” But we have the
mind of Christ.” | Corinthians 2:6-16 NKJV

Okay—Track with this (From Salvation to the Mind of Christ—
UNITY all in one short chapter!)
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AGAIN: “Now | plead with you, brethren, by the name of our Lord
Jesus Christ, that you all speak the same thing, and that there be no
divisions among you, but that you be perfectly joined together in

the same mind and in the same judgment.” | Corinthians 1:10 NKJV

AND AGAIN: “I do not pray for these alone, but also for those who
will believe in Me through their word; that they all may be one, as
You, Father, are in Me, and I in You; that they also may be one in
Us, that the world may believe that You sent Me.

part! This will all make perfect sense now!

“Now concerning spiritual gifts, brethren, | do not want you to be
ignorant: You know that you were Gentiles, carried away to these
dumb idols, however you were led. Therefore | make known to you
that no one speaking by the Spirit of God calls Jesus accursed, and
no one can say that Jesus is Lord except by the Holy Spirit. There
are diversities of gifts, but the same Spirit. There are differences of
ministries, but the same Lord. And there are diversities of

activities, but it is the same God who works all in all. But the
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manifestation of the Spirit is given to each one for the profit of all:
for to one is given the word of wisdom through the Spirit, to
another the word of knowledge through the same Spirit, to another
faith by the same Spirit, to another gifts of healings by the same
Spirit, to another the working of miracles, to another prophecy, to
another discerning of spirits, to another different kinds of tongues,
to another the interpretation of tongues.

Lots of gifts but still only ONE BODY

“For as the body is one and has many members, but all the
members of that one body, being many, are one body, so also is
Christ. For by one Spirit we were all baptized into one body—
whether Jews or Greeks, whether slaves or free—and have all been
made to drink into one Spirit. For in fact the body is not one
member but many. If the foot should say, “Because | am not a hand,
| am not of the body,” is it therefore not of the body? And if the ear
should say, “Because | am not an eye, | am not of the body,” is it
therefore not of the body? If the whole body were an eye, where
would be the hearing? If the whole were hearing, where would be
the smelling? But now God has set the members, each one of them,
in the body just as He pleased. And if they were all one member,
where would the body be? But now indeed there are many
members, yet one body. And the eye cannot say to the hand, “I
have no need of you”; nor again the head to the feet, “I have no
need of you.” No, much rather, those members of the body which
seem to be weaker are necessary. And those members of the body

which we think to be less honorable, on these we bestow greater

honor; and our unpresentable parts have greater modesty, but our
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presentable parts have no need. But God composed the body,
having given greater honor to that part which lacks it, that there
should be no schism in the body, but that the members should
have the same care for one another. And if one member suffers, all
the members suffer with it; or if one member is honored, all the
members rejoice with it. Now you are the body of Christ, and
members individually. And God has appointed these in the church:
first apostles, second prophets, third teachers, after that miracles,
then gifts of healings, helps, administrations, varieties of tongues.
Are all apostles? Are all prophets? Are all teachers? Are all workers
of miracles? Do all have gifts of healings? Do all speak with
tongues? Do all interpret? But earnestly desire the best gifts. And yet
